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1. INTRODUCTION

3GPP and TISPAN have both defined an operator-controlled VoIP service supplemented by richer media types and telephony-type features including Supplementary Services. In addition to support for interoperability in multi-vendor, multi-operator environments, the purpose of the service is to provide the user with the same experience across different IP based accesses and domains. 

ETSI TISPAN NGN R1 and 3GPP IMS Multimedia Telephony service has the following Supplementary Services in common:
· Originating Identification Presentation (OIP)
· Originating Identification Restriction (OIR)
· Terminating Identification Presentation (TIP)
· Terminating Identification Restriction (TIR)
· Communication Diversion (CDIV)
· Communication Hold  (HOLD)
· Communication Barring (CB)
· Message Waiting Indication (MWI)
· Conference (CONF)
· Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT)
3GPP agreed that the TISPAN NGN R1 simulation services shall form the basis of the 3GPP Multimedia Telephony Service.
· SA1 lists the set of Supplementary Services required for IMS Multimedia Telephony in 3GPP TS 22.173 (IMS Multimedia Telephony Service and Supplementary Services; stage 1)

· CT1 defines the minimum set of capabilities required to secure multi-vendor and multi-operator inter-operability for Multimedia Telephony and related Supplementary Services in 3GPP TS 24.173 (IMS Multimedia Telephony Communication Service and Supplementary Services; stage 3) 
2. BACKGROUND and OBJECTIVE

Discussion on the ownership and future responsibility of the current and future TISPAN Supplementary Service stage 3 specifications was initiated at the CT Plenary #32 (May-2006) in a contribution (CP-060346) co-signed by a large number of 3GPP member companies. In a Liaison Statement to TISPAN (CP-060364), 3GPP CT communicated strong preference for a single management structure of the Supplementary Service specifications through transfer of responsibility of the stage 3 Supplementary Services into 3GPP. 

However, as such transfer has yet not been approved by TISPAN, the fact that the Rel-7 closure is approaching, and in light of the 3GPP/OP overall discussions on identifying synergies between the work of TISPAN and 3GPP; an interim solution for a joint maintenance of the specifications in Rel-7 needs to be agreed.
The main goal of the procedure shall be; joint administration and maintenance to ensure a single set of specifications for mobile and fixed accesses, and convergence, based on the existing 3GPP IMS.

It is imperative for the industry that further delays are avoided, that an agreement is reached by this Joint Meeting, endorsed by 3GPP CT and TISPAN plenaries, and executed in both groups without further due.  

3. PROPOSAL

In particular given the recently emerged activity on identifying the synergies and merging the work of TISPAN and 3GPP, initiating a transfer of just the Supplementary Service specifications at this time may be rushed. Ideally 3GPP should take responsibility of the specifications within Rel-7. However, if this Joint Meeting cannot agree on the transfer of the relevant specifications to 3GPP, a solution for Rel-7/R1 specification handling has to be agreed at this Joint Meeting to secure timely Rel-7 completion. This contribution is proposing an alternative interim solution with minimal impact on the current specification structures and ongoing work.

Specification Structure

Stage 1 Specifications - NGN R1 / 3GPP Rel-7
The relations between the supplementary services in 3GPP TS 22.173 v7.1.0 and the Simulation services in ETSI TS 181 002 v1.1.1 are shown in the table below. 

For 3GPP Rel-7 / TISPAN R1, we are suggesting that ETSI TS 181 002 is, as an interim solution, used as the main repository for the common stage 1 requirements. No functional changes are necessary.

Stage 3 Specifications - NGN R1 / 3GPP Rel-7

For 3GPP Rel-7 / TISPAN R1, we are suggesting to align 24.173 and the ETSI Technical Specifications. The text in the ETSI Technical Specifications are used as the main reference and 24.173 endorses those services applicable for 3GPP.

All 3GPP agreed changes in current 24.173 temporary Annexes have been identified as essential from a CT1 perspective, and as such need to be incorporated as CRs into TISPAN R1 specifications as essential corrections. Temporary Annexes of 24.173 is replaced by references. The required CRs have been provided to this Joint Meeting. 

The resulting relations between the supplementary services in 3GPP TS 24.173 and the Simulation services in ETSI are shown in the table below.

3.2 Joint Maintenance Procedure

Assuming that the TISPAN Technical Specifications for Supplementary Services remain under the control of TISPAN, the following additions to the current change request procedures are proposed for Rel-7/R1:  
1. Essential Corrections only, can be prepared in either of the Technical Bodies; but are required to be presented in the Technical Working Group that owns the Specifications.

2. Once such CRs are agreed, the expert Working Group of that Technical Body sends the package to the Technical Working Group that owns the specifications through Liaison Statement. It will be however the responsibility of the Authors to present the CRs to the Technical Working Group that owns the specifications.

3. These CRs need to be approved in the Technical Working Group that owns the specifications, but are expected to be accepted based on the expertise of the other Technical Body, when supported by in the expert Working Group of that Technical Body. Presentation of the reasoning will be required. Clarification of the reasoning may be requested. The approval should be communicated back to the originator Technical Body by means of a reply Liaison Statement. 

4. CRs may be proposed which have not been discussed or agreed by the Expert Working Group of the other Technical Body, in such a case the CR can only be considered on its merits. Technical changes to the behaviour of the User Equipment and the Application Server SHALL first be approved in 3GPP. 

5. The Plenary of the Technical Body owning the specifications will have the responsibility for final approval of the CRs.

6. Joint Working Group Conference Calls may be held to prepare positions and tentatively agree on CRs, but not to formally agree CRs.

7. Where Working Group Joint Meetings are possible, the agreement presentation and reasoning is simplified as the Joint Meeting has the formal powers of both Working Groups.

8. Member Organizations are requested to monitor any discussions in the Plenaries of both Technical Bodies, as Joint Plenary approval will add to the Complexity.

The re-publication of the new NGN Release 1 specifications and the 3GPP Release 7 Stage 3 shall be aligned time wise.

4. CONCLUSION and PROPOSAL

This paper invites the 3GPP and TISPAN experts to evaluate clause 3 as the basis for discussion, to further suggest improvements, and finally conclude on a joint TISPAN-3GPP specification management procedure for Rel-7.

Proposal for stage 1: 

The Joint Meeting agrees that ETSI TS 181 002 is, as an interim solution, used as the main repository for the common stage 1 requirements for 3GPP Rel-7/ TISPAN R1. No changes are therefore needed to 3GPP TS 22.173, or to ETSI TS 181 002 due to this agreement.

Proposal for stage 3: 

The Joint Meeting agrees that ETSI TISPAN specifications are, as an interim solution, used as the main repository for the common stage 3 supplementary services specifications for 3GPP Rel-7 / TISPAN R1. The Joint Meeting agrees to the CRs provided by Ericsson, or improved revisions of those. 

Moreover, it is envisaged that the agreement made at 3GPP CT1 #42-bis to address the mapping between the 3GPP TS 24.229 and the TISPAN equivalent of that in ETSI TS 182 006 that is used as reference in the TISPAN Supplementary Service Specifications shall hold, and also be valid for mapping between the 3GPP TS 23.228 and the TISPAN equivalent of that in ETSI TS 283 003.

3GPP CT1 #42-bis agreed to create a table in clause 2 (References) of the 3GPP TS 24.173 where mapping between the relevant TISPAN and 3GPP specifications are defined:

The references to ETSI ES 283 003: "Telecommunications and Internet converged Services and Protocols for Advanced Networking (TISPAN); Endorsement of "IP Multimedia Call Control Protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP) Stage 3 (Release 6)" for NGN Release 1", as found throughout the ETSI TSs in clause 2 of [3], [4], [5], [6], [7], [8], [9], [10] and [11].
